EDUCATION

The joint initiative between the Forum and the University of Cape Town to run a course in securitisation is still in place. In September 2010, the Introduction to Securitisation course was held in addition to a once -off workshop on "Securitisation – dealing with what went wrong internationally and the learning opportunities arising from a historical evaluation of events”. Feedback on the course has been positive. The next course is planned for September 2011.
